“Another U.K. longitudinal study 
began with a pre-pandemic baseline 
and then revisited subjects, collecting 
data monthly through 2020. The initial 
data from this study suggested those 
ages 16 to 24 were doing “particularly 
badly,” experiencing symptoms of 
anxiety and depression.”

“One Study focusing on children ages 
4 to 10, found that the level of 
lockdown greatly affected mental 
health and behavioral issues, with 
England’s first complete lockdown 
greatly exacerbating issues from 
hyperactivity to depression.”

“Another study looked at teens, 
who may have felt particularly 
isolated during lockdown. “Peer 
relationships are so important 
with older teens,” Ford said. 
Without these connections, 
anxiety appeared to spike.”“Overall, she concluded, the pandemic 

had a more severe impact on children 
and young people already struggling 
with pre-existing issues from 
emotional problems to socioeconomic 
deprivation.”
